	Several 90-minute sessions over the period of one week (sessions may be combined)

	
	

	Practice
	1. Session 1: Show participants the Louisville Transit Authority of River City (TARC) map and bus schedules.  Explain bus schedules, routes, and connections with other buses, as well as fares, bus passes, the process of purchasing a ticket and using transfers.
2. Session 2: Using the Louisville TARC map, conduct a field trip with participants, practicing which buses should be taken from Point A (e.g. a family’s housing complex) to Point B (e.g. the Catholic Charities office, the doctor’s office, etc.).

3. Session 3: Have a police officer talk to the class about driving and traffic laws (including insurance, security children in cars, etc.), emergency situations, and street safety.

4. Session 4: Review the material previously covered, then have participants take an oral quiz to demonstrate their understanding.  After the quiz, review the correct answers with the class.
