	Materials
	· Model kitchen/bathroom
· Pictures of furniture
· Floor plan of apartment

	
	

	Practice
	1. Divide participants into groups and give each group a set of furniture pictures and a floor plan of an apartment.

2. Give participants 10-15 minutes to place the furniture into the room they think it belongs.

3. Take participants on a tour of the kitchen and bathroom and show them the various features.
